LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Mary will post a notice of the Board of Trustees position vacancy in the library, on the MPLD website, and as a press release.  Dawn suggested that a notice be placed in the Chamber of Commerce newsletter as well.  Anyone interested in this position should submit a letter of interest.  The candidates will be interviewed after these letters have been received, most likely in time for the July Board meeting.  This appointed candidate will serve until the next election.  There was some question regarding the amount of time allowed for the reappointment; this will be researched.
The Mural Committee is making progress and hopes to have the entranceway mural completed by Settlers Days.  At this point, this project is more of a collaborative effort, rather than a competition.
Two patrons have made recent complaints.  One patron spoke about how society has gone downhill and how the library can help.  The other patron complained about cell phone usage and personal displays of affection in the Library.  Cell phone usage will not be banned from the Library.  After speaking with other Library Directors in the area, Mary determined that the effort involved with enforcement of the ban is not worth it.  Any disruptive behavior associated with cell phone usage is addressed the same as any other disruptive behavior in the Library.  Mary did make a minor change in the MPLD acceptable behavior code- patrons will not be allowed to sit on other patron’s laps in the Library.
Peggie complimented Mary on obtaining the Walmart grant.  Also, based on her own experience, Peggie highly recommends the Illinois Humanities Council Road Scholars speaker program.
