PUBLIC FORUM

Alan Ambrust commenced the meeting by stating that he wished to explain the process of designing the new library, and that he hoped to get input from the public.  He said he wanted to get the best use out of an existing building.  Approximately 40 people were in attendance.  The comments received from those attending follow:
· A definite separation between the adults’ and the children’s sections, perhaps with a glass panel so parents and staff could observe

· Pockets of seating/quiet spaces in different places, instead of just one big seating area (more seating capacity)

· Sound control

· Comfortable seating, not just wooden chairs

· Big section set aside for computer use, which is the new trend

· A coffee bar 

· Have a computer room for the adults and young adults and keep computers out in the open for the youth
· Don’t have a separate teen area 

· A resource/research area for teens
· Have a quiet area to do homework

· Bean bag chairs

· Place for the younger children to do/display art and maybe a slide to play on

· A meeting room, (which could potentially be divided into smaller sections as needed,) for game nights, movie nights, presentations, etc.
· The new library should be as open as possible with not too many rooms.

· There was a question as to where the entrance should be and whether there should be more than one. 

· Parking issue was brought up – whether there is enough spaces and if not, if parking at Joe’s was allowed

· Use green technology in the building process 
· Book sale room/dedicated space

· The question was raised whether there are more windows in the plans, so people don’t feel like they’re in a dungeon

· Skylights

· Wireless internet access throughout building

· Connecting the bike bath to the library/have bike racks

· Sidewalk needed along Route 20

· Alan asked should there be a book drop downtown?  Response was positive
· Alan asked which groups aren’t represented in tonight’s meeting?  Groups mentioned included: handicapped, school districts 

· Alan suggested a local history area

· What’s the timeline for the new building?  Alan said it depends on grants, financing, among other issues.
